


"XL " NEW RANGE OF UNDERPINNERS

Cassese is launching the range of underpinned, replacing "XL" the previous
"Ultra" range. "XL" range still features the famous Ultra™ Clamping system,
but also allows a much widerjoining capacity to the top of Cassese
underpinned range : 190mm stroke (7" 1/2) for mouldings up to150mm
wide (&).

Although all these underpinners are equiped with this same superb state
ofthe art technology, each one is tailored to the requirements of different
type offramers.

FEATURES OF THE CASSESE « XL » RANGE

* Ultra Powerful Double-action « push and tighten » rebate clamp:
Position one of the moulding pieces up to the guide, then lay the second piece
roughly place. The special action of the clamps draws them accurately and firmly
together. Indeed, the clamps literally bit into the rebate of the 2 pieces of mouldings
to pull and tighten them very strongly against each other. This ensures a high
quality join every time, even on very wide mouldings. This is unique to Cassese.

*Wider joining capacities : 190mm stroke (7" %)
For mouldings up to 150mm wide (6")

. New adjustable plunger
For a quick adjustment and optimal clamping

. No pressure adjustment required
When changing between softwood and hardwood. This saves time and reduces
risk of damage.

» Symmetrical moving of the Top Clamp & Firing Mechanism
This ensures that mouldings are firmly held on the same point from the top andthe
bottom so to avoid them to rock during joining.

» Patented self-adjusting back support
Are adjustable very accurately to the shape of any moulding profile, to prevent
gaps in the top or bottom of the join.

All these underpinners join mouldings from 5mm up to 150mm wide, and from 7mm
up to 112mm tall. They all use Cassese wedges in plastic cartridges, from 3mm to
15mm.

CS486 XL & CS3099 XL need a 240V single phase supply.

Compressed air supply required is 7 bars with a consumption of 5 liters per cycle.
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« No pressure adjustment required
when changing between softwood and hardwood.

« Cartridge loading activated by pneumatic cylinder
No more wedge pusher spring!

. 2-stage pneumatic clamping pedal

Allows the operator to clamp the mouldings and visually check the join before
inserting a wedge. Can also work in « AUTOMATIC » mode : just 1 push on the
pedal will clamp and join just afterwards.

. Wedge sensor

Thanks to the new pressure sensitive wedge sensor, the CS4008XL will never miss
a wedge in any corner, even if the cartridge runs out mid-way through joining a
corner. The join remains clamped while the operator replaces the cartridge and
then, the process resumes where it left off, so you always use 100% of the wedges
in a cartridge.

. Safe
Will not fire wedges without mouldings in position.

. Easy access to electrical and pneumatic parts
All electrical parts are located in an external electric box, and pneumatic parts are
easily accessible thanks to a special opening on the machine.

. Stainless working table.

From the very
beginning these wedges were not glue coated, in order to avoid jamming and
technical problems, in the underpinned, caused by glue accumulating in
the firing mechanism. In addition, this makes it possible 1) to lubricate the
wedges so as to protect them against rust, 2) allow a better penetration into 5 N
the wood and 3) lubricate the internal firing mechanism of the underpinned o
Indeed, each time you shoot a wedge you lubricate your machine, i.e. the Colour Coded cartridges
more you work, the more you maintain your machine. That s the secret of
Cassese underpinned longevity.

FEATURES OF ORIGINAL CASSESE CARTRIDGES WEDGES

. Shape Memory

Cartridge wedges are made from a special steel alloy which gives shape
memory properties to the wedge.

e Power Strip™

A Cassese patent. All cartridges wedges (except 5mm and smaller) are
produced with a horizontal corrugation in the middle that improves
considerably the resistance of the wedges and makes them join even harder
materials easily.

e Colour Coded cartridges
Each size of wedge has a cartridge with a different colour in order to
recognize them quickly inside or outside the underpinner.

. Economical
Each cartridge contains 275 wedges. Thanks to the cartridge system, you
have no waste: all wedges are used up to the very last one.

Easy stacking-up
. Comfort of use

Thanks to the cartridge system, you do not need to change any part nor put
any adaptor in the underpinner when you change the size of wedges.

. 2 packaging available

All sizes of wedges are available in boxes of 6 cartridges for custom
framers (containing 1650 wedges) or in boxes of 40 cartridges (containing
11.000 wedges) for contract framers.

* Small sizes of wedges
In addition to the 5 usual sizes (5, 7, 10, 12 & 15mm) Cassese introduced 1
smaller sizes : 3mm (green cartridges) ideal for slips (fillets) assembly.

Available in stainless steel

e Softwood and Hardwood

Always try first the softwood wedges, even on Hardwood mouldings. You
will hence get an optimal result. If the wedge really cannot penetrate or
comes out of the back of the moulding, then try the hardwood wedges.

e Stainless steel wedges
On request, cartridge wedges are also available in stainless steel (for
outdoor applications).
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A few years after the invention of the cartridge wedges (patented), glued
wedges appeared on the market. Cassese decided then to make silicone
coated wedges, in order to make all customers benefit from the Cassese
quality, even if they have an underpinner from another brand.

This

is one of the reasons of Cassese worldwide-known excellent

Joining!

e Silicon coated

Wedges are not stuck together with glue or adhesive, since the
accumulation of their residue can create jamming in the firing
mechanism.

Cassese uses an exclusive silicone-based mixing which doesn't
leave residue and consequently avoids jamming. In addition it
allows a much better penetration of the wedge into the wood.
Indeed, the silicone spreads along the wedge, and thus helps it slide
and insert much better into the moulding.

Shape memory for tightening effect

e Colour coded

In order to identify quickly the wedges inside or outside the
underpinners, silicone is coloured depending on the type and
hardness of wedges:

Grey silicone forAL Softwood

Black Silicone forAL Hardwood

White Silicone for UNI Softwood

Red Silicone for UNI Hardwood

¢ Direct measuring scale

The CS55M has a unique direct measuring scale, which is fast and accurate. Unlike
other measuring systems, there is no need to measure the width of the moulding
first. The measurement required is taken directly from the moulding in one step,
instead of three.

* Double width foot pedal
